CHAPTER 1

LISTING BUILDINGS OF SPECIAL INTEREST

PROSPECTIVE

Buildings not intended to be listed

87 Certificate that Welsh Ministers do not intend to list building

(1) The Welsh Ministers may, on the application of any person, issue a certificate stating
that they do not intend to list a building.

(2) During the 5 years beginning with the day the certificate is issued—
(a) the Welsh Ministers may not list the building or serve notice under
section 78(1) of a proposal to list the building;
(b) a planning authority in whose area the building is situated may not serve a
temporary listing notice in relation to the building.

(3) An applicant for a certificate must give notice of the application to every planning
authority in whose area the building is situated at the same time as submitting the
application to the Welsh Ministers.
