Section 140 — Interim variation of compulsory supervision order

203.

This section sets out the meaning of an interim variation of a compulsory supervision
order. Where an interim variation of a compulsory supervision order requires a child
to reside away from home, the order need not specify a particular place but instead
specify that a child reside at any place of safety away from the place where the
child predominantly resides. Section 83(5)(a) does not apply to interim variations of
compulsory supervision orders. Subsection (4) sets out the period for which an interim
variation of acompulsory supervision order has effect beginning on the day the order is
varied and ending on the occurrence of certain events, whichever occurs first: the next
Children’s Hearing in relation to the child, the disposal by the sheriff of an application
under Part 10 in relation to the child, a day specified in the order, or the expiry of the
period of 22 days.
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
