93 Intelligence and Security Committee: memorandum of understanding

(1) The Prime Minister and the Intelligence and Security Committee of Parliament must
consider whether the memorandum of understanding under section 2 of the Justice
and Security Act 2013 should be altered (or replaced) to reflect any changes arising
out of this Act.

(2) Consideration under subsection (1) must begin before the end of the period of six
months beginning with the day on which this section comes into force.
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
