Section 45: Provision of services etc by Qualifications Wales

Qualifications Wal es has the power under this section to provide consultancy and other
services on acommercia basis and to charge fees for these. Qualifications Wales may
develop expertise in relation to qualifications that could be of value commercially.
Unlike the position with any charges to be made in connection with its regulatory
functions (the scheme for which requires the prior approval of the Welsh Ministers
under section 49), Qualifications Wales will be able to determine its own scale of
charges for commercial activities without reference to the Welsh Ministers.

Quadifications Wales may for example think it expedient to provide such services
through a company. This section allows Qualifications Wales to provide the services
through a wholly owned company, subject to the Welsh Ministers' approval. Under
section 47, Qualifications Wales must set out a statement of its policy on the exercise
of thisfunction.
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
