Section 73:  Amendment of  Children (Scotland) Act 1995: after-care

187. This section amends the current provisions in Section 29 of the Children (Scotland)
Act 1995 which deal with local authority provision of after-care for children formerly
looked after. Local authorities will be required to make an assessment of qualifying
young people’s needs and establish a procedure for considering representations about
the work they do on this. Scottish Ministers will be empowered to make regulations
specifying to whom assistance may be given and how assistance is to be provided.
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
