EXPLANATORY NOTES

INTRODUCTION

Part 2. Tenant’sRight to Buy Land

Section 29: Exercise of right to buy
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Where atenant’ s right to buy is conferred by section 28(1) and the land is to be bought
from the owner, or creditor, as appropriate, the tenant must, within 28 days of receiving
the notice under section 26, give to the owner or creditor, as appropriate, notice of
intention to buy the land (see subsection (2)).

Where atenant’ s right to buy is conferred by section 28(2) (i.e. the tenant has the right
to buy but the land is sold to a third party nonetheless) and the land is to be bought
from the person to whom the land has been transferred, or subsequently transferred,
subsections (3) and (4) apply. Accordingly, the tenant must, within 3 years from the
transfer of theland to the person from whom the land isto be bought, give to that person
notice of intention to buy the land. For notice to be given to this person the tenancy
must be in force on the date when the notice is given.

Whether natice is given under subsection (2) or (4), the procedure for buying is set
out in section 32 of the 2003 Act. Where the tenant does not intend to proceed to buy
then the tenant is to give notice of that fact to the person from whom the land would
otherwise have been bought (see subsection (5)).

If the tenant fails to give notice in accordance with either subsection (2) or (4), as
appropriate, or if the tenant gives notice in accordance with subsection (5), theright to
buy is extinguished (see subsection (6)).

Subsection (7) provides that the tenant must send a copy of any notice given under this
section to the Keeper. .
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
