Section 33 – Crown Application

134. With the exception of section 18, the provision for compulsory insurance of tenements,
the provisions in the Act will bind the Crown. The exception is necessary because in
practice the Crown carries its own insurance risk and so should not be subject to a
statutory obligation to take out insurance policies.
