EXPLANATORY NOTES

THE ACT

Section 21 – Appeal to Court of Session against Tribunal decision

45. This section enables any person who has made a reference to a Tribunal, and the relevant
education authority, to subsequently appeal the decision of the Tribunal to the Court of
Session. Such an appeal to the Court of Session may only be made on a point of law.
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
