Conspiracy

50 Conspiracy to commit offences outwith Scotland

(1) The title of section 11A of the 1995 Act becomes “Conspiracy to commit offences
outwith Scotland”.

(2) In that section—
(a) in subsection (1), for “in a country or territory outside the United Kingdom”

substitute “outwith Scotland”,
(b) in subsection (3)—

(i) for “the law in force in the country or territory where the act or other
event was intended to take place” substitute “the relevant law”, and

(ii) for “the law in force in the country or territory” where it second occurs
substitute “that law”, and

(c) after subsection (3) insert—

“(3A) In subsection (3) above, “the relevant law” is—
(a) if the act or event was intended to take place in another part

of the United Kingdom, the law in force in that part,
(b) if the act or event was intended to take place in a country or

territory outwith the United Kingdom, the law in force in that
country or territory.”.
