Part 3 - Criminal Procedure

Section 62 – Additional charge where bail etc. breached

287. This section amends sections 27 (breach of bail conditions: offences) and 150 (failure
of accused to appear) of the 1995 Act.

288. The effect of these amendments is to allow a complaint to be amended to include an
additional charge covering an offence committed as a result of breaching bail conditions
or an offence committed in respect of a failure to appear at a diet. A similar provision
to allow amendment of a complaint to include a charge of breaching an undertaking is
to be found in section 22ZB(10).
