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PART 8

PLANNING PERMISSION, LISTED BUILDINGS AND CONSERVATION AREAS

Relaxation of listed building controls

(1) Section 6 of the Listed Buildings Act does not apply to authorised listed building
works.

(2) A listed building enforcement notice served in relation to an affected listing building
has no effect in so far as it requires the taking of steps which would be rendered wholly
or substantially ineffective by authorised listed building works (and, accordingly, no
such steps may be taken under section 38(1) of the Listed Buildings Act).

(3) No works may be executed under section 49 of the Listed Buildings Act in relation to
an affected listing building if those works would be rendered wholly or substantially
ineffective by authorised listed building works.

(4) Section 53 of the Listed Buildings Act does not apply to anything done for the purposes
of carrying out authorised listed building works.

(5) In this section—
“affected listed building” means—

(a) any listed building which was not such a building immediately before
1 January 2009, and

(b) the buildings specified in the table in schedule 11 (each being a listed
building immediately before that date), and

“authorised listed building works” means—

(a) inrelation to alisted building which was not such a building immediately
before 1 January 2009, any works carried out in pursuance of this Act,
and

(b) in relation to a listed building specified in the table in schedule 11, the
works described in the third column of that table.
