Section 38 – Construction certificates

58. This section requires the issue of construction certificates by the construction engineer
as soon as is reasonably practicable, once he or she is satisfied that the construction
or alteration has been completed to a satisfactory standard. Subsection (2) requires the
construction certificate to be issued before or at the same time as the final certificate.
Subsection (3) requires the construction certificate to certify that the construction
has been carried out effectively in accordance with the drawings and descriptions
included along with the certificate, to include an annex containing detailed drawings and
descriptions of the works for the construction or alteration, including the dimensions,
water levels and details of the geological strata or deposits encountered in trial holes or
excavations made in connection with the works and any other matters specified by the
Scottish Ministers in regulations. Subsection (4) requires the construction engineer to
give SEPA a copy of the report within 28 days of issuing it.
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
