Subsection (1) confers power on the Scottish Ministers to make regulations providing
for the making of severance payments to councillors who do not stand at a local
government election and who meet such other criteria as the Scottish Ministers may

specify.

Subsection (3) requires the Scottish Ministers, where they have required the Scottish
Loca Authorities Remuneration Committee (established under section 13) to provide
them with information, advice or recommendations in relation to severance payments,
to consider what the Committee gives them before making regulations under
subsection (1).

Subsection (4) amends section 29 of the 1973 Act to provide that an ex-councillor to
whom a severance payment is made is not entitled to stand as a candidate for councillor
at afuture local government election.
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
