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Regulation (EC) No 1107/2006 of the European Parliament and of the
Council of 5 July 2006 concerning the rights of disabled persons and persons
with reduced mobility when travelling by air (Text with EEA relevance)

Article 8

Responsibility for assistance at airports

1 The managing body of an airport shall be responsible for ensuring the provision of
the assistance specified in Annex I without additional charge to disabled persons and persons
with reduced mobility.

2 The managing body may provide such assistance itself. Alternatively, in keeping with
its responsibility, and subject always to compliance with the quality standards referred to in
Article 9(1), the managing body may contract with one or more other parties for the supply of
the assistance. In cooperation with airport users, through the Airport Users Committee where
one exists, the managing body may enter into such a contract or contracts on its own initiative
or on request, including from an air carrier, and taking into account the existing services at the
airport concerned. In the event that it refuses such a request, the managing body shall provide
written justification.

3 The managing body of an airport may, on a non-discriminatory basis, levy a specific
charge on airport users for the purpose of funding this assistance.

4 This specific charge shall be reasonable, cost-related, transparent and established by
the managing body of the airport in cooperation with airport users, through the Airport Users
Committee where one exists or any other appropriate entity. It shall be shared among airport
users in proportion to the total number of all passengers that each carries to and from that airport.

5 The managing body of an airport shall separate the accounts of its activities relating to
the assistance provided to disabled persons and persons with reduced mobility from the accounts
of its other activities, in accordance with current commercial practice.

6 The managing body of an airport shall make available to airport users, through the
Airport Users Committee where one exists or any other appropriate entity, as well as to the
enforcement body or bodies referred to in Article 14, an audited annual overview of charges
received and expenses made in respect of the assistance provided to disabled persons and
persons with reduced mobility.
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
