Suspension, revocation and variation of licences

29 Procedure where licensing authority propose to suspend, revoke or vary licence
under s. 28

(1) The provisions of Schedule 2 to this Act shall have effect where the licensing authority
propose to exercise any power conferred by section 28 of this Act.

(2) Without prejudice to any requirement of that Schedule as to the service of notices,
where in the exercise of any such power the licensing authority suspend, revoke or vary
a licence, they shall serve on the holder of the licence a notice giving particulars of the
suspension, revocation or variation and of the reasons for their decision to suspend,
revoke or vary the licence.
