MISCELLANEOUS AND GENERAL

46 Consequential and other amendments

(1) The enactments specified in Schedule 3 to this Act shall have effect subject to the
amendments there specified, being amendments consequential upon the provisions of
this Act.

(2) The Food and Drugs Act 1955 shall have effect subject to the amendments specified
in Schedule 4 to this Act, being amendments which preserve the effect of certain
enactments repealed by this Act.

47 Transitional provisions, savings and repeals

(1) The transitional provisions and savings contained in Schedule 5 to this Act shall have
effect.

(2) Subject to the provisions of Schedule 5, the enactments specified in Schedule 6 to this
Act are hereby repealed to the extent specified in the third column of that Schedule.

(3) Nothing in this Act shall be taken as prejudicing the operation of section 38 of the
Interpretation Act 1889 (which relates to the effect of repeals).

48 Short title, construction, commencement and extent

(1) This. Act may be cited as the Slaughterhouses Act 1974.

(2) References in this Act to any enactment shall, except in so far as the context otherwise
requires, be construed as references to that enactment as amended by or under any
other enactment including this Act.

(3) This Act shall come into operation on 1st April 1974.
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(4) This Act does not extend to Scotland or to Northern Ireland.
