Companies in which local authorities have interests

26.—(1)  In subsection (5) of section 71 of the 1989 Act(1) (control of minority interests etc. in
certain companies), after “or sub-committee thereof),”, there shall be inserted—
“or, where a local authority is operating executive arrangements under Part II of the Local
Government Act 2000, for enabling members of the executive, in the course of proceedings of the
executive (or of any committee of the executive),”.

(2)  In subsection (4) of section 73 of the 1989 Act (authorities acting jointly and by committees),
after “any of the authority’s officers”, there shall be inserted—
“or, where a local authority is operating executive arrangements under Part II of the Local
Government Act 2000, by the authority’s executive, any committee of the executive, or any member
of the executive”.
