The Abortion (Amendment) (England) Regulations 2002

Made - - - - 27th March 2002
Laid before Parliament 28th March 2002
Coming into force - - 18th April 2002

The Secretary of State for Health, in exercise of the powers conferred by section 2 of the Abortion
Act 1967(1) and now vested in him(2), and of all other powers enabling him in that behalf, hereby
makes the following Regulations:—

As regards Scotland, the functions of the Secretary of State under section 2 of the Act are transferred,
in so far as they are exercisable in or as regards Scotland, to the Scottish Ministers, under article 2 of, and Schedule 1 to the
Scotland Act 1998 (Transfer of Functions to the Scottish Ministers etc.) Order 1999, S.I. 1999/175.
