TERMS IMPLIED BY SECTION 3

Owner's obligations

25 For the purposes of paragraph 22(f), to “consult” a qualifying residents'
association means—

(a) to give the association at least 28 days' notice in writing of the matters
referred to in paragraph 22(f) which—

(1) describes the matters and how they may affect the occupiers either
directly or indirectly in the long and short term; and

(i1) states when and where the association can make representations about
the matters; and

(b) to take into account any representations made by the association, in
accordance with paragraph (a)(ii), before proceeding with the matters.
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
