EXPLANATORY NOTE 

(This note is not part of the Order) 

This Order corrects an error in the Wildlife and Natural Environment (Scotland) Act 2011 
(Commencement No. 1) Order 2011 (S.S.I. 2011/279). 

The effect is that the Finance Act 1924 and the Game Act 1970 are repealed, and the Destructive 
Imported Animals Act 1932 is not repealed. 
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
