Citation, commencement and extent

1—(1) This Order may be cited as the Litter (Fixesh&lties) (Scotland) Order 2013 and comes
into force on 1st April 2014.

(2) This Order extends to Scotland only.

I nter pretation

2. In this Order, the “1990 Act” means the Environta¢®Protection Act 1990.

Amount of fixed penalties

3. For the amount of £50 specified as the amouniketifpenalty in—
(a) section 33A(9) of the 1990 Act, there is substitee amount of £200; and
(b) section 88(6) of the 1990 Abi, there is substituted the amount of £80.

(b) The amount of fixed penalty specified in sect88{6) was increased from £10 to £25 by S.I. 19983@nd from £25 to
£50 by S.S.I1. 2003/268.

penalty to discharge any liability to convictiorr fihve waste (including littering and flytipping)
and littering offences under sections 33 and 8geets/ely of that Act.

This Order increases the fixed penalty under se@®A from £50 to £200, and the fixed penalty
under section 88 from £50 to £80.
