Citation, commencement and inter pretation
1—(1) These Regulations may be cited as the Pawkitendants (Wearing of Uniforms) (East
Renfrewshire Council Parking Area) Regulations 2848 come into force on 2nd April 2013.
(2) In these Regulations—
“the 1984 Act” means the Road Traffic Regulatiort A884;
“the 1991 Act” means the Road Traffic Act 198} (and

“East Renfrewshire council parking area” meansdtea designated as a permitted parking
area and a special parking area by article 3 oRibad Traffic (Permitted Parking Area and
Special Parking Area) (East Renfrewshire Counad$ibnation Order 2013.

Prescribed functions

2—(1) All functions conferred on parking attendahysor under the enactments mentioned in
paragraph (2) are prescribed for the purposes afose63A(4) of the 1984 Act (wearing of
uniforms by parking attendants when exercisinggieed functions) in its application to the East
Renfrewshire council parking area.

(2) The enactments referred to in paragraph (1) are—

EXPLANATORY NOTE

(This note is not part of the Regulations)

These Regulations prescribe functions during tlegaese of which, a parking attendant must wear
such uniform as the Scottish Ministers may deteen(iegulation 2).

The requirement to wear a uniform is containedeictisn 63A(4) of the Road Traffic Regulation
Act 1984. Section 63A itself applies to Greater don only but by virtue of the Road Traffic
(Permitted Parking Area and Special Parking Ardzgs{ Renfrewshire Council) Designation
Order 2013 that section is modified so as to applthe parking area designated by that Order.
Accordingly, parking attendants exercising the priéed functions within that parking area are
required to wear a uniform when doing so.
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
