The Representation of the People (Scotland) (Detswni of
Electoral Registers and Amendment) Regulations 2013

Coming into force in accordance with regulation 1

The Secretary of State, in exercise of the powgrsbnferred by the provisions set out in
Schedule 1 to this instrument makes the followirgiations:

In accordance with section 201(2) of the Represientaf the People Act 1988, a draft of this
instrument has been laid before and approved lnyutsen of each House of Parliament.

Citation, commencement, interpretation and extent
1—(1) These Regulations may be cited as the Repwgen of the People (Scotland)
(Description of Electoral Registers and Amendm&julations 2013.

(2) The following provisions come into force on the dafter the day on which these
Regulations are made—

(a) regulation 1;
(b) regulation 21; and
(c) regulation 30;

(e) the applicant’s date of birth or, if they am able to provide that information, the
reason why they are not able to do so and a stateasdo whether the applicant is
under 18 years old;

(f) the applicant’s national insurance number bthéy are not able to provide that
information, the reason why they are not able tsalo

(g) except in the case of a person applying tcelgestered in pursuance of an overseas
elector’s declaration, the applicant’s nationabtynationalities or, if they are not
able to provide that information, the reason whgythre not able to do so;

(h) an indication of whether the applicant requektt their name and address are
omitted from the edited version of the register;

() inthe case of an applicant whose applicatoadcompanied by an application for
an anonymous entry, that fact;

()) a declaration by the applicant that the infotiora provided in the application is
true; and

(k) the date of the application.

(2) In the case of a person applying to be registeas a parliamentary or local
government elector (or both) in pursuance of aiserdeclaration, a declaration of local
connection or an overseas elector’'s declarationg@piication under paragraph (1) must
include the appropriate declaration.

(3) The Electoral Commission must design a papelicgiion form which requires the
information and declarations in paragraphs (1) @yénd includes—

(a) a statement that the information provided ia #pplication will be processed in
accordance with the Data Protection Act 189&nd as to what information will
appear on the electoral register;

(b) a statement that persons without lawful immtigrastatus are ineligible to register
to vote, and that registration officers may requesecks in relation to an
applicant’s immigration status against Home Offieeords;

(c) a statement that it is an offence to providsefénformation to the registration
officer, together with a statement of the maximusnatty for that offence;

(d) space for a bar code, local authority referemomber and security code unigue to
each form;

(e) space for the email address and telephone rumnlveimbers of the applicant and
an explanation that provision of this informatismiot mandatory;

(f) space for the registration officer to includeal authority information and details
of how the registration officer may be contacted,;

(g) an indication of whether the applicant wishebe able to cast an absent vote;

(h) an explanation of what the edited registeussng the short version of the form of
words prescribed by regulation 47 of and Schedule tBBe Representation of the
People (Scotland) (Description of Electoral Regsteand Amendment)
Regulations 2013; and

() the web site address of the digital service.

(4) The paper application form for persons applyiacge registered in pursuance of a
service declaration must—

(a) instead of the information required in paragrdmp)(b), request the applicant’s
correspondence address or British Forces PosteOffionber;

(b) in the case of an application in pursuance sémice declaration on the grounds
that the applicant is a member of the forces (withe meaning of section 59(1) of
the 1983 Act) or the spouse or civil partner of @mber of the forces (within the

meaning of section 59(1) of the 1983 Act), alsolude a statement that the
applicant must renew their application for regiétra every 5 years but may
cancel it at any time.

(5) The paper application form for persons applyinde registered in pursuance of an
overseas elector’s declaration must, instead oinfeemation required in paragraph (1)(b),
request—

(a) the last address at which the applicant wastexgd as an elector; and
(b) the address at which the applicant can be cteda

(6) The Electoral Commission must obtain the aparaf the Lord President of the
Council to the design of the application forms ungaragraphs (3), (4) and (5) and must
then make the forms available to registration effic

(7) Where a registration officer gives a paper @pgibn form to a person resident in
Scotland, it must be accompanied by a pre-addressgy envelope, return postage of
which must be prepaid.

(8) A registration officer may authorise the appiitto provide the information required
by paragraph (1) to the registration officer bypdlone or in person and, where the officer
does so, the registration officer must—

(a) provide the applicant with an explanation ofatvthe edited register is, using the
short version of the forms of words prescribed dyutation 47 of and Schedule 3
to the Representation of the People (Scotland) diij®on of Electoral Registers
and Amendment) Regulations 2013; and

(b) transfer the information provided by the apgfitinto an application in writing.

(9) An application under paragraph (1) may be middeugh the digital service and,
where it is, the Lord President of the Council nmasjuest the applicant’s email address and
telephone number or numbers and provide an exjptanaf the purpose for which this
information will be used.

(10) A registration officer may, but need not, gican application in pursuance of an
overseas elector’s declaration through the digeavice.

(11) The Lord President of the Council must sendtite registration officer any
application he receives together with—

(a) the applicant’s email address and telephonebews(if provided); and
(b) a reference number unique to that application.”

(3) The Electoral Commission must obtain the aparaf the Lord President of the
Council to the design of the application form undaragraph (2) and must then make the
form available to registration officers.

(4) A person making an application for alteratiarréspect of name under paragraph (1)
must give to the registration officer as part ogithapplication a copy of one of the
following documents as evidence of the applicacitange of name—

(a) marriage or civil partnership certificate;

(b) overseas marriage or civil partnership cedikcif it has been deposited in the
General Register Office for England & Wales, then&al Register Office for
Scotland or the General Register Office for Nonthieeland; or

(c) deed poll or amended birth certificate.

(5) Where a person is unable to provide one ofiftmiments in paragraph (4), they must
provide their date of birth or national insuraneemier as part of their application or, if
they are not able to provide their date of birtmational insurance number, the reason why
they are not able to do so.

(6) Where the registration officer considers it mympiate, the officer may require that the
applicant provide the original of the copy documervided under paragraph (4) after the
application has been made.

Power to request additional evidence where certaimnformation is unavailable or
where the registration officer considers it necessa

(c) state the full name, address and rank of tmeopesigning the attestation and the
service (whether naval, military or air forceswhich they serve; and

(d) state the date on which it is made.

(10) In the case of an application in pursuance declaration within paragraph (7)(d),

(11) Where a registration officer considers thatigmhal evidence is necessary in order
to determine whether the applicant is a qualifyf@m@mmonwealth citizen, the registration
officer may require that the applicant provide evide relating to the applicant’s
immigration status, including, if applicable, thepplicant’'s biometric immigration
document issued in the United Kingdom.

(12) In this regulation—

the Isle of Man;

(b) *“qualifying Commonwealth citizen” has the sameaning as in section 4 of the
1983 Act.”.

Processing of information provided in connection wh an application under section

Using information received from the public, regasion officers keep two registers — the electoral
register and the open register (also known asdhederegister).

The electoral registerlists the names and addresses of everyone whayisteeed to vote in
public elections.

These Regulations amend the Representation of ¢bpl® (Scotland) Regulations 2001 (“the
principal Regulations”) in order to implement theedoral Registration and Administration Act

sections 10ZC or 10ZD of the 1983 Act, in particukquiring the applicant to provide their date
of birth and national insurance number as evidethee they are the person named in the
application. Regulation 26(3) confers the functidrdesigning the paper application form on the
Electoral Commission and prescribes the informatidnich must be included in it. Regulation
26(9) allows applications to be made online throtlgh Individual Electoral Registration Digital
Service. Regulation 26(8) allows an electoral tegfi®on officer to accept applications through
assisted means, either by telephone or in person.

The new regulation 26A deals with applications #iteration of a name on the register.

Regulation 26B makes provision for cases wheraeimformation required by regulation 26 is

not available or where a registration officer cdess that additional evidence is necessary to
verify the identity of a person.

If the
person is unable to provide that evidence, they msigad be required to provide an attestation
under regulation 26B(5).

There are special provisions relating to servieeters and overseas electors.

Regulation 14 inserts into the principal Reguladiarew regulations 29ZA and 29ZB on the
verification of information provided in an applicai. Regulation 29ZB deals with the processing
of information, including the retention and deletiof information, and provides that an offence
will be committed if information is disclosed indarch of the regulation.

Regulation 21 amends regulation 311 of the priricpegulations to include additional orders for
the purpose of an application for an anonymousyéntthe electoral register.

Regulation 22 inserts new regulations 32ZA to 3Rib the principal Regulations. Regulation
32ZA provides for the annual canvass, includinginesments for the design of the annual canvass
form and the manner in which forms must be giveegiation 32ZB provides for the steps a
registration officer must take when no informatierreceived in response to a form. Regulations
32ZC and 32ZD provide for invitations to apply fegistration and the steps to be taken by a
registration officer to encourage a person to nmakapplication for registration. Regulation 32ZE
sets out the conditions under which a registrabéiicer may require a person to apply for
registration, including provision for the giving afnotice of the requirement. Regulations 32ZF to
3271 allow for the imposition of a civil penalty dar section 9E(7) of the 1983 Act and give
details of the requirements for notice of the pgndhe payment, enforcement and cancellation of
the penalty and the review of and appeals agaipshalty.

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Regulations 26, 27, 29 and 31 make provision abantellation of postal ballot papers, requiring
postal voters to provide fresh signatures to regfisin officers, requiring registration officers to
provide information to returning officers and then¢ when ballot papers are to be issued.
Regulation 28 concerns naotification of rejectedtplogoting statements.

Regulation 30 amends the principal Regulationsnterad the time at which a postal voter may
apply for a replacement ballot paper.

Regulations 32 to 34 amend the principal Regulatiormake provision for a returning officer to
check the personal identifiers (date of birth amghature) on every returned postal voting
statement against the identifiers held on file.

Regulations 35 to 38 amend the principal Regulattonrequire a returning officer to keep a list
recording the details of every postal voting staetihat was rejected and to forward that to the
relevant registration officers.

Regulations 39 to 42 make provision in relatiortite edited register. Regulation 47 introduces
Schedule 3 and prescribes a long version and &wsfision of a form of words which registration
officers must use to describe the electoral registad the purposes for which they are used.

Regulations 44 to 45 amend the principal Regulatiso as to require registration officers to
provide the Electoral Commission on request ong/ adfany revised version of the register and
make consequential amendments.
