HEREAS under the provisions of the Public 38 & 39 Vict.
Health Act 1875 the Minister of Health has c. 55.
made a Provisional Order which needs confirmation by
Parliament :

CUDDINGTON JOINT HOSPITAL DISTRICT.

Provisional order altering the Banstead Sutton Carshalton
and Leatherhead Jowmt Hospital Orders 1893 to 1932,

WHEREAS by virtue of the Banstead Sutton Carshalton and
Leatherhead Joint Hospital Orders 1893 to 1932 as amended
by the Banstead Sutton Carshalton and Leatherhead Joint
Hospital Amendment Order 1935 (in this order called “ the
order of 1935”) the borough of Sutton and Cheam and the
urban  districts of Banstead Carshalton and Leatherhead con-
stitute a united district called the Banstead Sutton Carshalton
and Leatherhead joint hospital district for the provision of
hospitals for infectious diseases and the governing body of the
united district is the Banstead Sutton Carshalton and Leatherhead
]omt hospital board ;

And whereas a,pphcatwn has been made to the Minister of
Health to include in the united district the urban district of
Epsom and Ewell:

Now therefore the Minister 6f Health in pursuance of the
powers given to him by section 297 of the Public Health Act

1875 and of all other powers enabling him in that behalf hereby
orders as follows :—

1.—(1) This order may be cited as the Cuddington Joint

‘Hospital Order 1935 and this order the order of 1935 and the

Banstead Sutton Carshalton and Leatherhead Joint Hospital

Orders 1893 to 1932 may be cited together as the Cuddington
Joint Hospital Orders 1893 to 1935.

(2) This order shall come into operation on the first day of
October nineteen hundred and thirty-five.

2. In this order unless the context otherwise requires—

“ the appointed day’ means the first day of October
nineteen hundred and thirty-five;

* the joint board > means the Banstead Sutton Carshalton
and Leatherhead joint hospital board renamed by
this order;

“ the Minister >’ means the Minister of Health;
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“ the order of 1893 means the Epsom (Rural) Sutton
and Carshalton Joint Hospital Order 1893 which was
confirmed by Parliament as amended by certain
Confirming Acts and orders; -

“the order of 1896 >’ means the Epsom (Rural) Sutton
Carshalton and Leatherhead Joint Hospital Order
1896 which was confirmed by Parliament;

- ““the wunited district”’ means the Banstead Sutton
Carshalton and Leatherhead joint hospital district
renamed by this order; and

““the urban district ”’ means the urban district of Epsom
and Ewell and °‘ the urban council’” means the
council of that district.

3. As from the appointed day—

(1) the united district shall be extended so as to
include the urban district and shall be renamed the
Cuddington joint hospital district;

(1) the joint board shall consist of five ex-officio members
and sixteen elective members and shall be called the
Cuddington joint hospital board;

(1i1) the schedule to this order shall be substituted for
the schedules to the order of 1893 and that order
(as amended by subsequent orders) shall have effect

accordingly.

4. The provisions of article IX of the order of 1893 shall
apply to the first election by the urban council of the elective
members to represent them on the joint board as if the election
related to the filling of vacancies occurring on the appointed
day.

5.—(1) By way of a financial adjustment between the
urban council and the joint board the urban council shall
pay to the joint board within two months after the appointed
day the sum of five thousand three hundred and fourteen
pounds.

(2) The sum received by the joint board under this section
shall be allocated to and divided among those constituent councils
which on the day prior to the appointed day are constituent
councils of the joint board in proportion to the rateable values
of the constituent districts concerned.

(3) Any sum which is not paid by the urban council within
the period prescribed by this section shall carry interest payable
to the joint board at the rate of three and one-half per centum
per annum from the latest day on which the sum should have
been paid by the urban council.
