CHAPTER 16. 

An Act to explain the Secretary for Scotland Act, 1887. A.D. 1889. 
[5th July 1889.] 

W HEREAS doubts have been entertained as to whether the 
functions of the Secretary of State for the War Department 

have been transferred to the Secretary for Scotland by virtue of 
the Secretary for Scotland Act, 1887, and it is expedient to remove 5o & 51 vict, 
those doubts : c. 52. 

Be it therefore enacted by the Queen's most Excellent Majesty, 
by and with the advice and consent of the Lords Spiritual and 
Temporal, and Commons, in this present Parliament assembled, and 
by the authority of the same, as follows : 

1. Nothing in the Secretary for Scotland Act, 7.887, shall affect Secretary of 
or be deemed to have affected any powers, duties, or functions of State for War 

any of Her Majesty's Principal Secretaries of State as Secretary of not & affected 
ty 

State for the War Department. c. 52. 

2. This Act may be cited as the Secretary for Scotland Act, Short title. 
1889, and this Act and the Secretary for Scotland Acts, 1885 and 
1887, may be cited collectively as the Secretary for Scotland Acts, 
1885 to 1889. 
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
