TREATMENT OF OFFENDERS

Release of prisoners on licence and supervision of prisoners after release

64 Supplemental.

(1) For the purposes of the foregoing provisions of this Part of this Act or any notice
thereunder the age of any person at the time when sentence was passed on him shall
be deemed to have been that which appears to the Secretary of State to have been his
age at that time.

(2) The following powers, that is to say—
(a) the power conferred on the Secretary of State by section 60 of this Act to insert

or include conditions in the licence of any person released under that section
after being transferred to either part of Great Britain from another part of the
United Kingdom, the Channel Islands or the Isle of Man ;

(b) the power conferred on the Secretary of State by section 62 of this Act to
revoke the licence of any such person and recall him to prison ;

(c) the power conferred on a court by the said section 62 to revoke any such
licence ;

shall be exercisable notwithstanding anything in section 26(6) of the Criminal Justice
Act 1961 (exclusion of supervision of persons so transferred).
