Monopoly references

47 General provisions as to monopoly references

(1) A monopoly reference—

(a)

shall specify the description of goods or services to which it relates;

in the case of a reference relating to goods, shall state whether it relates to
the supply of goods or to exports of goods from the United Kingdom or to
both ; and

if, for the purposes of the reference, consideration is to be limited to a part of
the United Kingdom, shall specify the part of the United Kingdom to which
consideration is to be limited,

and (subject to the next following subsection) shall be framed in one or other of the
ways specified in section 48 or section 49 of this Act.

(2) A monopoly reference (whether it falls within section 48 or within section 49 of this
Act) may be so framed as to require the Commission to exclude from consideration,
or to limit consideration to,—

such agreements as are mentioned in paragraph (d) of section 6(1) or
paragraph (d) of section 7(1) of this Act (or in either of those paragraphs as
modified by section 9(2) of this Act) or as are mentioned in subsection (2) or
subsection (3) of section 8 of this Act, or
agreements or practices whereby persons conduct their affairs as mentioned
in section 6(2) or section 7(2) of this Act,

or to exclude from consideration, or to limit consideration to, such one or more
agreements or practices falling within paragraph (a) or paragraph (b) of this subsection
as are specified in the reference.
