(2) In section 80 of that Act (which provides that a person who
lets fireworks off in a highway or public place shall be liable to a
penalty not exceeding £20) for the word “ £20 > there shall be
substituted the word  £200 .

2.—(1) This Act may be cited as the Explosives (Age of Citation,
Purchase &c.) Act 1976, and this Act and the Explosives Acts extent and
1875 and 1923 may be cited together as the Explosives Acts 1875 rcr‘l’gl‘?lence'
to 1976. .

(2) This Act shall not extend to Northern Ireland.

(3) This Act shall come into force at the expiration of one
month beginning with the date of its passing.
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
