An Act to make further provision with respect to the use or acquisition by private
patients and others of facilities and supplies available under the National Health Service
Acts 1946 to 1973 or the National Health Service (Scotland) Acts 1947 to 1973;
to control hospital building outside the National Health Service and provide for the
amendment of enactments under which registration is a prerequisite for carrying on a
nursing home or private hospital; and for those purposes to establish a Health Services
Board.

BE IT ENACTED by the Queen's most Excellent Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of
the Lords Spiritual and Temporal, and Commons, in this present Parliament assembled, and by
the authority of the same, as follows:—
