(3) In subsection (2) of section 76 the words " other than Good 
Friday " and, in paragraph (a) of that subsection, the words

2.-(1) This Act may be cited as the Licensing (Amendment) Short title 
Act 1985. and extent. 

(2) This Act does not extend to Scotland or Northern Ireland. 
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
