SCHEDULE 1

INVESTIGATION OF COMPLAINTS

Remedies
6 (1) Where the Tribunal give a complainant notice of such a determination as is mentioned

in paragraph 5(1) above the Tribunal may—
(a) if the determination is under paragraph 2 above, order inquiries by the

Service about the complainant to be ended and any records relating to such
inquiries to be destroyed;

(b) if the determination is under that paragraph or paragraph 3 above, direct
the Secretary of State to pay to the complainant such sum by way of
compensation as may be specified by the Tribunal.

(2) Where the Tribunal give a complainant notice of such a determination as is mentioned
in paragraph 5(2) above the Tribunal may—

(a) quash any warrant in respect of any property of the complainant which the
Commissioner has found to have been improperly issued or renewed and
which he considers should be quashed;

(b) if the Commissioner considers that a sum should be paid to the complainant
by way of compensation, direct the Secretary of State to pay to the
complainant such sum as the Commissioner may specify.
