THE BROADCASTING STANDARDS COUNCIL

159 Duty to publicise Council

(1) It shall be the duty of each broadcasting or regulatory body to arrange for
the publication (by means of broadcasts or otherwise) of regular announcements
publicising the Council.

(2) Any such announcements may contain a statement of the difference between the kinds
of complaints that may be considered by the Council and those that may be considered
by the Broadcasting Complaints Commission.

(3) Any licence to provide a licensed service which is granted by a regulatory body under
this Act shall include conditions requiring the licence holder to comply with such
directions as may be given to him by that body in connection with the performance
by them of their duty under subsection (1).
