Section 30: Offence of failing to comply with improvement notice

138. Section 30 makes it an offence for a person on whom an improvement notice is served
not to comply with that notice, and provides penalties for non-compliance.

139. Subsection (2) explains that compliance means beginning and completing any remedial
action specified in the notice within a specified period. Such an offence is punishable
by a fine not exceeding level 5 on the standard scale (currently £5,000).
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
