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Section 140 defines “enactment” for the purposes of the Act. Different Parts of the Act
extend to different parts of the United Kingdom. In those Parts of the Act that apply
throughout the United Kingdom, “enactment” is defined to include Acts of the Scottish
Parliament and Northern Ireland legislation. In those Parts that extend only to England
and Wales and Northern Ireland, “enactment” refers only to Acts of the Westminster
Parliament and Northern Ireland legislation (and, where necessary, Measures of the
Church of England). The aim is to remove any uncertainty about the meaning of the
term “enactment” in different Parts of the Act.
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
