COMMENTARY ON SECTIONS

Post-Conviction Powers

Section 37: Destruction in the interests of the animal
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This section replaces the power previously in section 2 of the 1911 Act.

Subsection (1) givesthe court power, whereit is persuaded by avet that it isappropriate
in the interests of the animal, to order the destruction of an animal in respect of which
a cruelty, fighting or welfare offence under section 4, 5, 6(1) or 6(2), 7, 8(1) or 8(2)
or 9 has been committed.

Subsection (2) givesthe owner the opportunity to be heard before a destruction order is
made, unlessthe court decidesit isnot reasonably practicableto communicate with him.

Under subsection (3), the court can make orders relating to practical arrangements for
carrying out the destruction order and require the offender or any other person to meet
the costs of carrying out the order.

Subsections (4) and (5) confer aright of appeal on the offender or owner (if the owner
is not the offender) unless the court considers the welfare of the animal requires it to
be destroyed without delay.
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
