ORDER-MAKING POWERS
Restrictions

Forcible entry etc

(1) An order under this Part may not make provision to—
(a) authorise any forcible entry, search or seizure; or
(b) compel the giving of evidence.

(2) Subsection (1) does not prevent an order under this Part from extending any power
for purposes similar to those to which the power applied before the order was made.

(3) Subsection (1) does not apply to provision which merely restates an enactment.
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
