(2) In section 24A(5)(b) (explanation of sentencing powers if offender aged under 18
pleads guilty)—
(a) after “16” insert ““, 16A”;
(b) after “16(1)(c)” insert “, 16A(1)(c)”.

(3) In section 113(3) (no bail pending appeal for accused committed to Crown Court),
after “16” insert , 16A”.
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
