enalty for procuring drink for drunken person

Any person who, being on any premises licensed for the sale of any intoxicating liquor,
whether for consumption on or off such premises, shall procure, or attempt to procure,
any intoxicating liquor for consumption by any drunken person, or who shall aid and
abet any drunken person in obtaining or consuming any intoxicating liquor on any
premises so licensed as aforesaid, shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine not
exceeding forty shillings, or to imprisonment, with or without hard labour, for any
period not exceeding one month.
