4 Judges of Supreme Court of Northern Ireland (salaries and circuit allowances)

(1) As from the first day of July, nineteen hundred and fifty-one, the amount of the salary
payable under section eighteen of the Supreme Court of Judicature Act (Ireland), 1877,
to each of the judges of the High Court of Justice in Northern Ireland, other than the
Lord Chief Justice of Northern Ireland, shall be three thousand five hundred pounds
a year (including any pension to which the judge may be entitled in respect of any
public office previously filled by him), instead of three thousand pounds a year.

(2) The Lord Chief Justice of Northern Ireland shall, on going circuit as a judge, be entitled
under section eighteen of the said Act of 1877, to the like allowance in addition to his
salary as any other judge of the High Court of Justice in Northern Ireland.
