Amendment of regulation 21 of the General Regulations

8. In regulation 21(3) of the General Regulations (special cases), in the definition of “person
from abroad”, after the words “Isle of Man” there shall be inserted the words “unless, in the case of
a national of a state which is a signatory of that European Convention, he has made an application
for the conditions of his leave to remain in the United Kingdom to be varied, and that application
has not been determined or an appeal from that application is pending under Part II of the 1971 Act
(appeals);”.
