The Manual Handling Operations Regulations 1992

Interpretation

2.—(1) In these Regulations, unless the context otherwise requires—
“injury” does not include injury caused by any toxic or corrosive substance which—
(a) has leaked or spilled from a load;
(b) s present on the surface of a load but has not leaked or spilled from it; or
(c) is a constituent part of a load;
and “injured” shall be construed accordingly;
“load” includes any person and any animal,

“manual handling operations” means any transporting or supporting of a load (including the
lifting, putting down, pushing, pulling, carrying or moving thereof) by hand or by bodily force.

(2) Any duty imposed by these Regulations on an employer in respect of his employees shall
also be imposed on a self-employed person in respect of himself.
