2. The Testing in Primary Schools (Scotland) Regulations 1990(2) and the Testing in Primary
Schools (Scotland) Amendment Regulations 1991(3) are hereby revoked.

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EXPLANATORY NOTE
(This note is not part of the Regulations)

These Regulations revoke the Testing in Primary Schools (Scotland) Regulations 1990 as amended.
They thus end the requirement under those Regulations for education authorities to test at the Primary
4 and Primary 7 stages the level of educational attainment in language and mathematics of pupils
attending primary schools under their management.
