JUDGMENTS AND ORDERS

Time for complying with a judgment or order

40.11 A party must comply with a judgment or order for the payment of an amount of money
(including costs) within 14 days of the date of the judgment or order, unless—

(a) the judgment or order specifies a different date for compliance (including specifying
payment by instalments);

(b) any of these Rules specifies a different date for compliance; or

(c) the court has stayed the proceedings or judgment.

(Parts 12 and 14 specify different dates for complying with certain default judgments and
judgments on admissions)
