The Electricity Supply Industry
(Rateable Values) (England) Order 2000

PART I
PRELIMINARY

Citation, commencement and extent

1. This Order, which extends to England only, may be cited as the Electricity Supply Industry
(Rateable Values) (England) Order 2000 and shall come into force—

(a) for all purposes other than those of article 11, on the day after the day on which it is made;
and

(b) for the purposes of article 11, on 1st April 2000.

Interpretation and application
2.—(1) In this Order—
“the Act” means the Local Government Finance Act 1988; and
“year” means a chargeable financial year.

(2) This Order applies for the purposes of non-domestic rating lists compiled on 1st April 2000.

Rounding of numbers

3. Where (apart from this article) any rateable value determined under this Order would include
a fraction of a pound—

(a) if the fraction would exceed 50p it shall be made up to one pound;

(b) if the fraction would be 50p or less it shall be ignored.
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
