No. 2) Order 2001 and shall come into force on 15th October 2001.

Amendment to the High Court and County Courts Jurisdiction Order 1991

2. After article 8A of the High Court and County Courts Jurisdiction Order 1991(b), there
shall be inserted the following:

“Enforcement of possession orders against trespassers

8B. (1) A judgment or order of a county court for possession of land made in a
possession claim against trespassersmay be enforced in the High Court or
a county court.

(2) In this article “a possession claim against trespassers” has the same
meaning as in Part 55 of the Civil Procedure Rules 1998(c).”
