PART IV
APPEALS AND GENERAL PROVISIONS

Appeals

17.—(1) An appeal lies from a decision of the controllers or Comptroller General of Patents
under these Regulations.

(2) Where a decision of the controllers relates to a compulsory patent licence or cross licence
ordered to be granted under regulation 7(2) or 7(3), or where a decision of the Comptroller General
of Patents relates to a cross licence ordered to be granted under regulation 15(3), an appeal may be
brought to the court.

(3) Where a decision of the controllers relates to a compulsory plant variety licence or cross
licence of a patent for a biotechnological invention granted under regulation 14(2), an appeal may be
brought to the Tribunal as if the decision of the controllers were one made by the Controller of Plant
Variety Rights under section 17, and referred to in section 26(1)(c), of the 1997 Act and section 45
of the 1997 Act shall apply accordingly.
