The Education (Pupil Information) (England) Regulations 2005

Late receipt of information

7—(1) Where any of the particulars necessary to provide the information referred to in
regulation 6 and specified in paragraph (2) are not received by the head teacher until after the end
of the summer term, he shall send such information within fifteen school days of receiving it.

(2) The information referred to in paragraph (1) is—
(a) the results of any public examinations taken;
(b) details of any vocational qualifications or credits toward any such qualifications gained;
(c) the results of any NC tests taken by the pupil; and

(d) the results of any reviews by the external marking agency of any NC tests taken by the
pupil.
