2006—
(a) section 25 (possession of false identity documents etc.);
(b) section 26 (identity documents for the purposes of s.25);

(c) section 30 (amendments relating to offences), except for the purposes of the references to
sections 27 and 28 of the Identity Cards Act 2006 in the amendment made by subsection

(4 (b);
(d) section 40 (orders and regulations);
(e) Schedule 2 (repeals); and

(f) sections 1(5) to (8) (definition of registrable fact) and 42 (interpretation) so far as
necessary for the interpretation of the provisions specified above.
