Amendment of the Criminal Procedure (Scotland) Act 1995
3. In the Criminal Procedure (Scotland) Act 1995(1)—

(a) in section 230 (probation orders: requirement of treatment for mental condition),
for “chartered psychologist”, at each place where it occurs, substitute “registered
psychologist”;

(b) in section 307 (interpretation), omit the definition of “chartered psychologist” and at the
appropriate place insert—
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registered psychologist” means a person registered in the part of the register
maintained under the Health Professions Order 2001 which relates to practitioner
psychologists;”; and

(c) in Schedule 6 (discharge of and amendment to probation orders), in paragraph 4, for
“chartered psychologist” substitute “registered psychologist”.
