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EXPLANATORY NOTE

(This note is not part of the Regulations)

Section 35(1) of the Identity Cards Act 2006 provides a power for the Secretary of State by
regulations to impose fees for certain services connected with the Secretary of State’s functions
under that Act.
Regulation 2 imposes a fee of £30 for an application to be entered in the Register and for the issue
of an ID card respectively.
Regulation 3 provides exemptions from these fees in respect of applicants who hold or require an
airside pass for Manchester and London City Airports.
Regulation 4 provides additional exemptions from the fee for the application for the issue of an ID
card.
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
